You are about to purchase a product that is not simple and may be difficult to understand.

1. What is this product?

Type
This product is a bearer bond issued under German law.

The product has a fixed lifetime and will be due on the Redemption Date.

Objectives
Objective of the product is to provide you with a specified entittement according to predefined conditions. Unless the Price of the Underlying is equal
to or below the Barrier at least once during the Observation Period, you may benefit from a positive and a negative performance of the Underlying.

The possibilities for the redemption of the product are as follows:

(i) If the Price of the Underlying is always above the Barrier during the Observation Period, you will receive on the Redemption Date a Redemption
Amount which is equivalent to the product of (1) the Nominal Amount and (2) the sum of one and the absolute value of the Performance of the
Underlying. The Performance of the Underlying corresponds to the difference between (1) the Reference Price divided by the Strike Price and
(2) one. Due to the Cap the Redemption Amount cannot be more than the Maximum Amount.

(i) If the Price of the Underlying is equal to or below the Barrier at least once during the Observation Period, you will receive a Redemption Amount
which equals the Nominal Value multiplied by the Reference Price divided by the Strike Price.
